You shall be to me a kingdom of priests, a holy nation.

God told Moses to tell people: “You shall be to me a
kingdom of priests, a holy nation.” (Exodus 19:6a)

Jesus told his disciples: “The harvest is abundant but the
laborers are few; so ask the master of the harvest to send out
laborers for his harvest.” (Matthew 9: 37-38)

The Master, fascinated as he was by the modern
technology, refused to call it progress.

True progress for him was “heart progress” and “happiness
progress,” not “brain progress” or “*gadget progress.”

“"What do you think of modern civilizatione” he was once
asked by a reporter.

“I think that would be a very good idea,” he said.

The Kingdom of God is not a good idea; it is a field for
workers to labor and to earn eternal life. Values and meaning are
not obtained by a given position or a fitle, they are the fruit of
labor. Love is not a privilege, it must be earned. Mentality of
entitlement brings people down rather than supports and uplifts
them. God may appreciate a good idea, but He only rewards a
good job done by hard working.

When God tells His people to be the kingdom of priests
and holy nation, He expects you and me to stand on our own
feet to make life, obtain happiness and build the nation, for God
is not a baby sitter. When Jesus shows His disciples the crowds of
people who are sheep without a shepherd, he tells them to pray
for workers; and they, later on, respond as prophets of old did,
“Here | am Lord, | come to do your will.” (Psalm 40)

The world is pursuing good ideas and new ideas for
systems, organizations and social structures. What would be a
good idea for the people who are like sheep without a shepherd?
Jesus said, “Without cost you have received, without cost you are
to give.” | don't think many will like this idea. How about you?2 Do
you like it2

These words are taken from St. Augustine’s
exposition on Psalm 127, where he explains that,
although we Christians are many, in the one
Christ we are one.

As we share this message, we keep in mind that,
although there are many faithful members in the
five diverse counties and 54 parishes/missions
that make up the Diocese of Palm Beach,
we are part of one community, one Church
united in Christ.
